Note: Section B, question 2 in the Proposal Narrative provides detailed descriptions of the activities outlined in the timeline below.

· August – Fall semester starts.  Students are given the 20th Century American History pre-test.  Seniors at the Key Lime Sunset Center are surveyed. The Project Coordinator reviews the project with the students and outlines a timeline for them to follow.  Project Coordinator formally introduces and outlines the project to FHS faculty at the beginning of year staff meeting. 

· September – 11th grade serving students research and pick their topics.  The topics are refined and the Project Coordinator matches seniors with students based on topic choices.  A representative from the Key Lime Sunset Center visits FHS and instructs the students on interaction with seniors. 

· October – Project award is received.  Begin visits to Key Lime Sunset Center and start working on products and journaling. First press release to local media; project coordinator works with school IT specialist and newsletter representative to release project information on the FSH website and in the FHS newsletter.

· November – Continue visits to Key Lime Sunset Center, creating products and journaling.  

· December – Continue visits to Key Lime Sunset Center, creating products and journaling. Project Coordinator works with 11th grade students to prepare for tutoring sessions. 

· January – Continue visits to Key Lime Sunset Center, creating products and journaling.  Begin tutoring sessions with the 9th grade Introduction to American History Students.  Second press release sent to local media.

· February – Continue visits to Key Lime Sunset Center, journaling and tutoring sessions.  Begin work on comprehensive research paper.

· March – Continue visits to Key Lime Sunset Center, journaling, tutoring sessions and work on research paper.

· April - Continue visits to Key Lime Sunset Center, journaling, tutoring sessions and work on research paper.

· May – Continue visits to Key Lime Sunset Center, journaling, and tutoring sessions.  Submit research paper and prepare products/display for the end of year Celebration planned for the end of the month.  Third press release sent to local media.

· June – 11th grade students visit Key Lime Sunset Center and administer surveys and students take the 20th Century American History post-test.  9th grade students take the 11th grade history pre-test.  Reports are compiled and submitted.  School year ends.
