On January 15th, in celebration of the Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr., National Day of Service, 50 students in grades 9-12 from (name) School will paint a mural they have designed of the life and legacy of Dr. Martin Luther King, Jr. on the walls of the old textile warehouse building in Tampa’s Crenshaw neighborhood. 





The idea for the mural stemmed from a service-learning project funded by a Florida Learn & Serve grant that the students were already involved in titled “Dare to Care,” in which students dispel racial stereotypes and promote diversity and unity in the local high schools.  As part of their English, social studies, and drama classes, students produce skits, hold public meetings to discuss racial issues, and work with peer mediation groups to help dissolve racial barriers.





“The benefit of this project is two-fold,” says social studies teacher Rosie Delgado, “it allows the students to learn to deal with and overcome their own insecurities relating to race issues, and offers an opportunity for them to teach others how to “dare to care” for others who may be different from them.”    





The mural will show the life of Dr. King, Jr. as a civil rights leader and pastor, and will feature many of his famous events including his “I Have a Dream” speech, the Montgomery, Alabama bus boycott, his Birmingham jail letter, and more.

Florida Learn & Serve provides support to create opportunities to engage Florida K-12 students in quality curricula based service learning. Florida Learn & Serve is a federally funded grant program, supported by the Corporation for National and Community Service, that awards grants to schools and school districts to engage youth in service learning. Approximately 3,000 awards have been made since 1991. Each year, approximately $1 million is awarded for approximately 85 projects and 150 mini-grants. Research from past projects indicate that students who participated in service-learning—especially those at risk—improve their grades, attend school more often, and have fewer discipline referrals.
