Snowfall in Berlin causes more than 764 
accidents in a single day. The start of a 
new week was a skating party for Berliners 
after the city was covered in white between 
7 and 8 am, bringing the morning rush 
hour traffic to a standstill. Just between 8 
and 9am the police responded to 131 
accidents and another 175 between 9 and 
10am. On normal days they receive and 
average of 17 accident reports per hour. By 
4 o’clock in the evening a total of 764 
accidents had been reported, but luckily 
none of them were fatal.

Germany soccer champions, Bayern-

break form as seen in an early exhibition 1-
2 loss to Mainz. The only score for the 
former champions came from Michael 
Ballack in front of the 18,700 fans in the 
sold-out Bruchweg Stadium. 
 
Red-Greed Coalition Seeks to Change 
Labor Law 
The Red-Green coalition announced that 
they wish to weaken the suggested law put 
forward by Finance Minister Hans Eichel. 
The issue is especially oriented towards the 
strengthening of laws against illegal 
workers finding work in private homes, 
and is specifically designed to punish 
private employers on this small scale. 
Eichel wishes to increase the punishment 
private households would face in hiring an 
illegal worker.

(German Recipe) 

 
Potato Salad with Olive Oil 

 
1 kg Potatoes 
1cup Beef broth 
1cup Olive oil 
3tblsp White wine vinegar 
1tblsp Chopped herbs (parsley, tarragon, 

chervil) 
1 Onion (sliced) 
1tblsp Mustard 
1tblsp Sugar 
Salt and Pepper 
 
Cook the potatoes. When they are almost 
cooled, peel and slice into 1/8 inch slices. 
Separate the slices and place them in the 
sauce so that they do not stick together. 
Sauce: Stir together the remaining 
ingredients. 
Let the potatoes soak in the broth for half 
an hour before stirring. Enjoy!
